Ihave spent the last year of my life in the College Works
Painting Internship Program. During that time I learned more about the real world, life,
and myself than [ have in my last three years at college.

CWP gave me the opportunity to become fully immersed in the Entreprencurial
world. They provided me with much training on sales, personality types, financial
management and planning, interview skills. customer relations, business relationships,
and various paint tech along with many other things, most of which were useful.
